Two-dimensional
artworks, such as paintings and drawings, must
be matted and ready to hang if they are not
framed.

 Artworks that exceed reasonable space
requirements may not be accepted for the
exhibition.

+ Submitted artworks will be reviewed by a juror.
There is no guarantee that all artworks will
be accepted.

Entry fees:

An entry fee of $7 must accompany each artwork. You
may submit up to three individual artworks in any me-
dium.

Free of charge. All are welcome.

« Students who graduated from high school in 2010
are eligible to participate in this exhibition.

+ Select the category that reflects the student’s grade
when creating the work.

+ All artwork remains the property of the artist.

 Artwork accepted for the exhibition must remain
at Dublin Arts Council until the end of the
exhibition. Artwork will be available to pick up
beginning Sat., Sept. 25,2010 during DAC’s regular
hours, Sat. 11am-2pm, Tues, 10am-7pm and Wed.-Fri,
10am-5pm.

Additional information:

Students wishing to sell their artwork during this
exhibition may do so. Student artists determine the
selling price and agree to provide a 20 percent
commission to Dublin Arts Council. DAC will handle the
transaction for the artist.
